PASSAGE 1:
The ozone layer is a thin shield of gas that absorbs most of the sun’s ultraviolet radiation, which can
cause skin cancer, cataracts, and damage to crops and ecosystems. The discovery of a hole in the
ozone layer over Antarctica in 1985 sparked global alarm and led to the adoption of the Montreal
Protocol in 1987. The Earth’s ozone layer, which protects the planet from harmful ultraviolet rays, is
expected to recover to 1980 levels by 2040 for most of the world, except for the polar regions,
according to a new UN report.

The report, released on Monday, credits the success of the Montreal Protocol, an international
agreement that has eliminated 99% of ozone-depleting substances, such as chlorofluorocarbons
(CFCs) that were used as solvents and refrigerants. “The impact the Montreal Protocol has had on
climate change mitigation cannot be overstressed,” said Meg Seki, Executive Secretary of the UN
Environment Programme’s (UNEP) Ozone Secretariat. “Over the last 35 years, the Protocol has
become a true champion for the environment.” The report also warns of the potential impacts of new
technologies, such as geoengineering, on the ozone layer, and calls for further research and
monitoring.

The report confirms that the ozone layer has been steadily improving since 1987, and that the
Antarctic ozone hole has been slowly shrinking in area and depth. The ozone layer is expected to fully
recover over the Arctic by 2045 and over the Antarctic by 2066. “Our success in phasing out ozone-
eating chemicals shows us what can and must be done as a matter of urgency to transition away from
fossil fuels, reduce greenhouse gases and so limit temperature increase,” said Petteri Taalas,
secretary-general of the World Meteorological Organization, which unveiled the report.

PASSAGE 2:

Crows are probably the most frequently met and easily identifiable members of the native fauna of the
United States. The great number of tales, legends, and myths about these birds indicates that people
have been exceptionally interested in them for a long time. On the other hand, when it comes to
substantive—particularly behavioral—information, crows are less well known than
many comparably common species and, for that matter, not a few quite uncommon ones: the
endangered California condor to cite one obvious example. There are practical reasons for this.

Crows are notoriously poor and aggravating subjects for field research. Keen observers and quick
learners, they are astute about the intentions of other creatures, including researchers, and adapt at
avoiding them. Because they are so numerous, active, and monochromatic, it is difficult to distinguish
one crow from another. Bands, radio transmitters, or other identifying devices can be attached to
them, but this of course requires catching live crows, which are among the wariest and most
untrappable of birds.

Technical difficulties aside, crow research is daunting because the ways of the birds are so complex
and various. As preeminent generalists, members of this species ingeniously exploit a great range of
habitats and resources, and they can quickly adjust to changes in their circumstances. Being so
educable, individual birds have markedly different interests and inclinations, strategies and scams.
For example, one pet crow learned how to let a dog out of its kennel by pulling the pin on the door.

PASSAGE 3:
If food is allowed to stand for some time, it decays. When the decayed material is examined under a
microscope, it is found to be filled with bacteria. The origin of these bacteria, which are not visible in
fresh food, was a mystery for many people until the mid-nineteenth century. At that time, the
prevailing belief was in the concept of spontaneous generation, which suggested that living organisms
could develop from nonliving matter.

The leading opponent of this theory was Louis Pasteur (1822-1895), a French chemist and
microbiologist. Pasteur demonstrated that the structures present in the air closely resembled the
microorganisms found in decaying substances. He conducted experiments where air was passed
through guncotton filters, and the particles trapped by the filters were examined under a microscope.
He found a variety of solid structures in ordinary air, many of which resembled the reproductive
structures of molds, single-celled animals, and other microbial cells. Pasteur concluded that the
organisms found in decaying materials originated from the organized bodies present in the air and
that these bodies were constantly being deposited on all objects.

Pasteur showed that if a nutrient solution was sealed in a glass flask and heated to boiling to
destroy all the living organisms contaminating it, it never putrefied. The proponents of spontaneous
generation declared that fresh air was necessary for spontaneous generation and that the air inside
the sealed flask was affected in some way by heating so that it would no longer support spontaneous
generation. Pasteur constructed a swan-necked flask in which putrefying materials could be heated to
boiling, but air could reenter. The bends in the neck prevented microorganisms from getting into the
flask. Material sterilized in such a flask did not putrefy.
