A snowfall consists of countless tiny ice crystals that fall to the ground as frozen precipitation. The
process begins with these ice crystals forming in the subfreezing layers of the middle and upper
atmosphere when there is enough moisture present. Each ice crystal has a tiny nucleus, a solid
particle around which moisture condenses and freezes. In the super cooled atmosphere, liquid water
droplets and free ice crystals cannot coexist within the same cloud, so the ice crystals take moisture
from the droplets and continue to grow. This process can happen quickly, creating larger ice crystals
that may adhere to each other to form a snowflake or a cluster of ice crystals. Simple flakes come in a
variety of beautiful forms, often hexagonal, although the symmetrical shapes seen in most microscope
photographs of snowflakes are not commonly found in real snowfalls. Typically, snowflakes in actual
snowfall consist of broken fragments and clusters of ice crystals sticking together.

For a snowfall to continue, there must be a constant supply of moisture to support the nuclei. This
moisture comes from an airstream passing over a water surface and then rising to higher regions of
the atmosphere.

Deconstruction is a philosophical and literary movement that challenges the assumptions of Western
thought and exposes the contradictions and ambiguities of language. It was developed by the French
philosopher Jacques Derrida in the 1960s and influenced many fields of study, such as law,
psychoanalysis, architecture, and feminism.
